A reinvencéo da escrita

Nao raro, fico a imaginar o provavel espanto de Gutenberg, autor do gesto inaugural da imprensa tipografica, se

testemunhasse a escrita digital. Espanto pela velocidade e disseminagdo de uma pratica que em sua época

submetida ao exilio nas celas dos monges copistas. Velocidade que é simultaneamente causa e efeito

da modalidade digital, protagonizada por sujeitos avidos e urgentes por dizer. Nessa corrida o dizer abrevia-se, ndo

havendo muito espaco para consoantes, silabas completas, morfemas. A prépria nogédo de palavra parece volatizar-
se (ou ): tdo blza com vc?

Preocupacao legitima de pais e professores, esses novos modos de escrever, notadamente no ambito da
comunicacao instantanea, pdem em causa 0 compromisso com o idioma patrio. Em que as criticas
........ supostas ameacgas representadas pelo chamado internetés, vale dizer que se trata de um registro que
constitui sua identidade na relacdo com o suporte que o veicula e com 0s sujeitos que nele se marcam. E, ainda,
gue se multiplica em progresséao aritmética, o que, diga-se de passagem, é altamente positivo, dado que talvez
nunca se tenha escrito tanto quanto agora.

Essa modalidade de escrita pode ser pontuada como retorno, em parte, a uma de suas formas mais primitivas,
a icOnica, propria de civilizagGes mais antigas. Permeada por simbolos, sintetiza, num misto de uso de imagem e
de representacao quase fonética, significados complexos. Um retrocesso? Talvez ndo, se considerado que, por
servir a processos de comunicacdo instantaneos virtuais, acabou disponibilizando recursos para simbolizar
subjetividades. Dai a presenca dos emoticons, os quais, em muitas situacdes, sintetizam, em formas grafo-imagéticas,
a densidade ou impossibilidade do dizer.

O ponto nodal € mensurar em que medida outra caracteristica desse tipo de escrita, as formas abreviadas, tém
legitimidade ou nao no idioma de Camdes. Os lugares de legitimagéo sao constituidos historicamente, resultado,
muitas vezes, de embates e jogos de forga. O uso efetivo da lingua por seus usudarios é fator decisivo nessa
guestdo mas néao so ........ gue se considerar também as posi¢c6es ocupadas por esses mesmos usuarios.
A expressao Vossa Mercé, empregada no século 18, no tratamento a reis, encontra-se abreviada hoje como vocé e
destina-se a tratamentos informais. Esse exemplo aponta para a possibilidade em um futuro ainda néo localizado,
a forma vc ndo soar tao estranha quanto soa para alguns hoje. E ndo é impossivel pensar até em sua gramaticalizacao,
0 que implicara, necessariamente, ........ relacdes de forca.

Pelas evidéncias de que estamos testemunhando um modo diferente de a humanidade relacionar-se com essa
coisa ja tdo sua, a escrita, entendo que esse assunto merece ser pautado em um espaco onde ela é soberana: a
escola. Nao no sentido da censura ou da corre¢cdo, mas na perspectiva de se pensar a escrita digital como lugar de
dizer de um contingente significativo de adolescentes. E também adultos. Pensar ainda sobre suas peculiaridades,
sobre suas marcas e sobre os sentidos que essas marcas registram em rastros que muitas vezes se compdem por
auséncias.

Orthon W. Hoover

Among those who made the Air Service possible, is Orthon W. Hoover—Father of the Brazilian naval air service,
for which he has received official credit. Orthon Hoover apparently first came to Brazil in mid-1916 as a Curtiss
representative to the Brazilian Navy which had just purchased three “F” boats to inaugurate the Naval Aviation
School (Escola de Aviacdo Naval - EAvVN).

After the US entered ........ warin 1917, Hoover the Naval Aviation School and returned home. He
was back in Brazil in September 1919, with three new aircrafts and a commission as the representative of Curtiss
Aircraft. In S&o Paulo, he persuaded the authorities to build a new airfield and created the “Escola de Aviacdo de
Forca Publica de Sao Paulo”. This airfield is the present-day Campo de Marte, an Air Force base.

In 1928, Hoover became the driving force if not the originator of a group that designed and built the “S&o Paulo”,
a single-engine trainer about which little information exists. It was used during the 1932 revolution.

Then, Hoover joined a group of aviation enthusiasts which included Fritz Roeslere and Henrique Santos-Dumont,
nephew of Alberto Santos-Dumont to create the “EAY-Empresa Aeronautica Ypiranga” in 1931. The object of the new
concern was the design, construction and sale of aircraft. Political instability and the lack of an industrial base,
however, dogged the EAY. Two gliders were designed and produced in small numbers, followed by the “Ypiranga” in
1935, a high-wing light plane much like the Piper Cub. The EAY did not survive for long, but the design of the
“Ypiranga” was sold and formed the basis of the long and successful line of the “Paulistinhas” built by “Companhia
Aeronautica Paulista” as ........ CAP-4 and by “Sociedade Construtora Aeronautica Neiva” as the Neiva 56.

Hoover must have had many opportunities for meeting Alberto Santos-Dumont. Most probably, he was present
on January 25, 1917 when Santos-Dumont visited the Naval Aviation School and flew with Ten. Virginius Britto de
Lamare on ........ Curtiss F. It is just possible that he had some contact at the time of the EAY. Santos-Dumont
arrived in Brazil in the end of 1931 and on June 23, 1932 in the middle of the revolution of S&o Paulo.

Traditional and holistic syllabuses reflect different views of language and language learning and teaching. Both
viewpoints are quite valid, and most courses nowadays will reflect elements of both. It is the relative emphasis given
to language as a body of knowledge to be mastered, or language as a communicative process to be developed,
which will determine which of the labels traditional’ or ‘holistic’ | would apply to a given syllabus.
